BUSHCRAFT BADGE

Requires a 2-night camp in tents

Show you can pitch the tent – probably easier using single-man tents as an activity on Saturday, rather than the ones they are sleeping in, unless setup is in daylight with plenty of time available.

Compass

B- degrees on a compass, degrees for N,S,E,W

S- degrees on a compass, degrees for N,S,E,W, know 8 principle pts, follow G trail

G- degrees on a compass, degrees for 8 principle pts, set compass trail (using 6 compass pts)

Methods of finding direction without a compass

Night – finding the southern cross and then use it to find south

Day – find north using a watch, also show how to use a stick & shadow to do so

Craft activity - Make a simple compass

Discuss how to be safe in a tent (from fire, insects, animals & natural events)

Discuss safety precautions to take before going into the bush

How to find water in the bush – demonstrate one technique

Explain how to purify water to make it drinkable (esp great if you can demonstrate using purifier tablets or a “water filter bottle” (search for that phrase).

Show how to build a safe fireplace in the bush

Lay & light a fire, cook yourself a meal, and put the fire out when finished.

Cook a damper twist 

Also - the Scouts’ Own is a chance for Gold Cubs to achieve part 7a.
