WET WEATHER PROGRAM NOTES

· Tennis etc balls, cricket bat, 

· Drawing paper and pencils

· Boomerangs – templates were precut and shaped, the cubs had to samd them smooth, decorate (we used wood-burners), and varnish them

· Didj’s – long cardboard tubes were obtained from a material store (their surplus items, so we got them free). Cubs painted them in Aboriginal designs, and we added beesway mouthpieces to make them playable.

· Bullroarers were precut too, cubs had to sand them and also use an electric drill to make the hole for the string. String should be attached using a bowline – also good practice for the cubs.
